Witnesses should provide 100 copies of their written testimony to Carla Hultberg, Chief
Clerk, 2157 Rayburn House Office Building, no later than 10:00 a.m. two business days
prior to the hearing. Witnesses should also provide their statement by this date in
electronic format, either as a CD or via e-mail to carla.hultberg @mail.house.gov.

At the hearing, each witness will be asked to summarize his or her written testimony in
five minutes in order to maximize the time available for discussion and questions.

House Rule XI clause 2(g)(4) requires that witnesses appearing in a nongovernmental
capacity submit to the Committee in advance of the hearing *“a curriculum vitae and a
disclosure of the amount and source (by agency and program) of each Federal grant (or
subgrant thereof) received during the current fiscal year or either of the two previous
fiscal years by the witness or by an entity represented by the witness.”

The Committee does not provide financial reimbursement for witness travel or
accommodations. Witnesses with extenuating circumstances; however, may submit a
written request for such reimbursements to Robin Butler, Financial Administrator, 2157
Rayburn House Office Building, at least one week prior to the hearing. Reimbursements
will not be made without prior approval.
