$13,355,132.

b. Other provisions of the interim' final rule (such as single cas¡e manager,
and pràhibiUon of using caae rnanagement as a gate keeper service) will
result in tlre loss of federal reimbursement and/or the addition of stafr;
however, until tJre rule is futly implemented, we are unable to calculate
an impact to the sen¡ices provided to the Developmentally Disabled and
Long-Term Care PoPulations.
